Dear Sir,

I am writing to complain about the appalling standard of service my family and I received during
my recent stay at the Halton Hotel in Edinburgh during the week commencing 5% December 2018,
which you booked for me.

As recompense for our dreadful experience, I would be grateful if you would refund us the cost of
our stay in Edinburgh. Should you not comply with this request, I shall be seeking legal advice.

Even better,
consider donating it to a
local charity or food
bank to help people
who need it the most.

‘Love
Food Hate Waste' offers
a wide variety of
Christmas leftover
recipes. Make sure you
freeze them before
cooking to avoid waste.

Ignore all festive
discounts and multipack
offers. Opt for small size
or divisible packs, as it
would be easier to freeze
your surplus food if you
do not use it in time.

‘Use by’ is the only label
referring to food safety -
meaning that food can
be eaten up to the end
of the date on the label,
but not after it. ‘Best
before’ labels indicate
that food will be safe to
eat after the date on the
label, but it may lose its
flavour, colour or
texture.

Just because they look
wonky, it doesn’t mean
that they are less tasty
or nutritious. Sprinkle
some love on them and
make a difference in
2018.

Seize the opportunity
and organize your
fridge. Take everything
out, clean the shelves
and make sure that you
have placed leftovers
and food items about to
expire on the front
shelf. Do not forget to
keep your fridge
temperature at or below
&°C.

Follow any storage
instructions on
package. Store raw
meat and poultry in
clean, sealed containers
on the bottom shelf of
the fridge. Always keep
cooked meat separate
from raw meat. Keep
Fruits and vegetables
fresherin a cool, dry
place outside the fridge.

Cooking guidelines are
there in order to avoid
mishaps. If you do not
trust your cooking
skills, you can always
invite a friend for a
co-cooking session
